There are a lot of beer cans and garbage floating to the shorelines. 
COLA meets every other month. They do a lot with Dan Cibulka of Sherburne Soil and water. He provides info on what to do with weeds and spraying that can be passed on to lake owners to inform them on best practices. COLA is developing a magnet that will go to all members of the BLCA with seasonal reminders on it. It will also have a QR code to link to Soil and Water and the Cola website. 
Palmer days co-chairs were introduced. This year there will be a car show. Donuts at the booth at 9 a.m. and they will begin to serve food at 10 a.m. The parade is at noon. 
Chuck gave a presentation on the gentle footprints program. Two projects have been completed. One is in the first stage and there are 2 others in the works. 5 more are interested for 2023. 
Presentation of the 2023 Board asking for nomination from the floor. Terms are up in odd years for the President and the Vice President. Even years for the Secretary and Treasurer. The whole current board is staying as well as a new member, Tom Nordin. Motion was made to accept the current slate of board members by Denny Minor. Seconded by Chuck Heinemann. Motion passed.
