Meeting was called to order by Vice President Adele Munsterman
Introduction of Board Members
Agenda, Minutes, and Financials were approved

Pamela Simonson reported that there are now 2300 people on our facebook page with lots more asking if they can join with no reason why.

Roger Miller reported that he is still having trouble getting ahold of Peter Rengel so he is asking Brad to reach out to him. Scott volunteered to stop by there since he does go by there. 
We have not raised the price of our ads for quite awhile so it may be time to do that. Roger does the yellow pages and Brad does the White pages.

Adele reported that she sent a card to Darrell Tucker.

Scott reported for the T LID. They have applied for the DNR grants for curly leaf spraying. It is a lottery. They have also applied for a grant to remove purple loosestrife. Gary Anderson is still writing grants for Big Elk. The deadlines are coming up in two weeks. We may hear in March. There was a survey last summer for prep work to apply a treatment to the lakes for the algae. The township said they are willing to put in 10,000 but the survey costs 60,000. We may be able to break it into chunks. They are still working on water stabilization and have invited Dan Chibulka to speak at their next meeting.

Shelly reported for COLA. Said she had sent an email with all the attachments and it would be good to put on facebook and the website. They are thinking about geo fencing media outreach which would be where someone could drive by the lake and info will pull up on their phone. QR codes were also discussed. Scott said the group talked about the Mississippi watershed which covers the whole area of the state. They will be doing their comprehensive plans to improve the watershed over the next 10 years. Scott and Cameron have volunteered to be on that committee. DNR grants can be intimidating so there is a group that will help them. 

Cameron reported for Healthy Lakes. They have updated their healthy lake goals and they will be presented in March for approval. There are 6 projects planned for gentle footprints. No others will be taken on until 2023. Looking for volunteers for the initial install. Maybe a girl scout troop. A water quality person is needed on Julia. There were a number of requests from the last meeting. A request was made to do a point intercept survey on Big Elk to make a grid of the lake and take samples of vegetation and any invasive species to establish a baseline for Big Elk. It has not been done for a few years and the DNR wants it done. The cost is 2,200 and Healthy Lakes would like the BLCA to approve that expense. Cameron made a motion that the BLCA would pay for that survey, Diane seconded it, motion passed. Cameron has been elected co-chair along with Ruth Thom of the Healthy Lakes committee. The township would like to establish Palmer yard waste site in the old Wipper pit. As an action the committee would like Brad to draft a letter supporting this. There is a lot more traffic on the lakes and with that there are some bad apples. There was a discussion to have patrols increased and Shelly will make an announcement at Ice Days as well as putting notes at the fish houses to please clean up after themselves. The wakeboard study came out and will available on the table at Ice Days.

The BLCA has once again paid for additional hours for boat landing inspections.

Palmer will be paying for water testing again and there was a discussion on blue green algae and Palmer may be willing to pay for that also.

Ice Days starts at noon. Tent was donated with heaters. The only change this year was that the fishing contest will be giving out raffle tickets in addition to the three top prizes. There will be a drawing and you must be present to win. There will be brats and a donation can out. Proceeds from the donation can will go right back into the ice days fund. Plaques have been made for the antique snowmobile displays. Parking will be an issue as they cannot fill up the launch parking. Next year maybe we should check into a shuttle. Teresa Gorsinger will be taking photos.

Nothing on the craft show. There has not been much response for participation. Cameron, Deb, Diane, Pamela and one person on their membership form have expressed interest. Deb, Deb, and Pamela will get together to do some brainstorming about the craft day.
